Additional Fees for ALL Swimmers: (Due at registration)
1. U.S. Swimming Registration Fee Per Swimmer: $53.00, payable to ATOM Swimming
2. Initial Installment for Meet Entry Fees: $60.00 Payable to ATOM Booster
· Meets average $30 – the treasurer will keep you up to date when the escrow fees need additional deposits. 
· The coaches reserve the right to have the swimmer not swim at a meet if their escrow account doesn’t have a balance of $60.  
· Once a swimmer is registered, whether or not they actually swim at the meet, their account will be billed.
PLEASE NOTE: Once the child starts there will be no refunds. Swimmers are not required to have Aquatic Center memberships. That cost is included in the dues and ATOM will pay pool rental directly to the Aquatic Center.

Being a part of the team means we expect all swimmers to swim at the scheduled meets as regularly as possible.  If the child can not swim at a meet, you must let the coach know.  Senior swimmers must be in good standing (i.e. attend practice consistently) to be eligible to attend meets. If the swimmer has not attended enough practices and can’t swim at the meet, the coach will let the swimmer know ahead of time.  Once a swimmer is registered to swim at a meet, their account will be billed regardless as to whether or not they actually attended the meet.

Required Equipment

Team Suits: All swimmers are required to purchase a team suit to wear at swim meets.  We will place a discounted team order at the beginning of the season.  More information will be sent out in September.  *Swimmers are only permitted to wear elite competition swim wear (ex: LZR Racer, Fastskin, Aquablade, etc) at championship level meets or if given special permission from their coach.  Championship meets include: 14 & under state champs, Senior champs, Age group & Senior Sectionals & BRSL Champs.  
Age Group I & II: Hydro Finz.  These fins help promote proper kicking & help younger swimmers learn how to drill properly.

Age Group III: Hydro Finz, Speedo Biofuse Finger Paddles & a Pull Buoy (there are pull buoys at MCAC for general use, but if swimmers prefer they may bring their own).
Senior Group: Hydro Finz, Speedo Biofuse Finger Paddles, Speedo Contoured Swim Paddles & a Pull Buoy.
